1. Read Ephesians 2 v.1-3.
These verses give a devastating analysis of the state of unredeemed humanity.
What does Paul mean by saying his readers used to be dead? (v.1)
v.2-3 talk of sin in terms of slavery.
What are the 3 main forces that hold people captive?
Does this accord with your view of reality?
Why do some people find the phrase “we were by nature objects of wrath” so unacceptable?
What do you think?


2. Read Ephesians 2 v.4-9 
What are some of the things that you would consider fundamental to understanding the Christian gospel?
What were God’s motives for providing a means of salvation for us?
The phrase “in Christ” or a similar phrase, is used over 200 times in the New Testament to describe the Christian’s position.  
What does this important phrase mean?
How do we get “in Christ”?
